ACCOUNTABILITY HOLD HARMLESS ACT 
This legislation removes negative consequences associated with evaluation and 
accountability this year, so long as the district meets at least 80% participation rate for 
TCAP assessments or receives a waiver. Assessment scores from the 2020-21 school year 
would only be incorporated into evaluations or accountability measures if it benefited the 
teacher, school, or district.
