It shall be conclusively 
presumed that any unlicensed person, if employed by a licensed person, was employed 
for such purpose if the unlicensed person has attended any school of veterinary medicine 
or surgery, accredited orotherwise, for a period of over thirty (30) days; Dispensing, 
prescribing or otherwise distributing any controlled substance or any other drug not in 
the course of the accepted practice of veterinary medicine; Failing to responsibly 
supervise persons to whom veterinary functions are delegated or assigned. Engaging in 
acts of dishonesty which relate to the practice of veterinary medicine.
