Block Grant (CCDBG) Act is the law
(along with Section 418 of the
Social Security Act) that authorizes
the federal child care subsidy
program known as Child Care and
Development Fund (CCDF).

Supporting
Child
Development

Improving the development of children is
the key purpose of the CCDBG Act.

The law requires states to have
professional development systems for
child care providers that promote a child’s

— Social, emotional, physical and
cognitive development and to address
behavioral challenges

Requires states to collect and publicly
share information on child development,
family engagement, developmental
screenings and quality child care with
parents, providers and the public

12 Month Eligibility

e States have flexibility to structure subsidy assistance programs and policies
that meet the needs of children and families

— Mental Health and Substance Abuse Child Care

Access for Homeless
Children and Families

Allow homeless children to receive
CCDF assistance after an initial
eligibility determination but before
providing required documentation
(including documentation related to
immunizations);

Provide training and technical
assistance to child care providers on
identifying and serving homeless
children and families; and

Conduct specific outreach to homeless
families.

Children experiencing homelessness
are a “priority for child care services”

Health and Safety Requirements

Provide training on the following requirements:

Prevention and control of infectious diseases (including immunization);
Prevention of sudden infant death syndrome and use of safe sleep practices;
Administration of medication, consistent with standards for parental consent;
Prevention/response to emergencies due to food and allergic reactions;

Building and physical premises safety, including identification of and protection from
hazards, bodies of water, and vehicular traffic;

Prevention of shaken baby syndrome, abusive head trauma, and child maltreatment;

Emergency preparedness and response planning for emergencies resulting from a natural
disaster, or a man-caused event (such as violence at a child care facility);

Handling and storage of hazardous materials and the appropriate disposal of
biocontaminants;

Appropriate precautions in transporting children (if applicable);
Pediatric first-aid and CPR; and
Recognition and reporting of child abuse and neglect.



Health and Safety Requirements,
cont.

* Additional topics include:
* Nutrition and physical activity
» Access to physical activity;
* Caring for children with special needs; or

* Any other subject area determined by the Lead Agency to be
necessary to promote child development or to protect children’s
health and safety

* Lead Agencies must have pre-service and on-going training requirements
in the topic areas.



Monitoring Requirements

For Licensed CCDF Providers — Lead Agencies must conduct 1 pre-licensure
inspection for health, safety, and fire standards and annual, unannounced
inspections.

For License-Exempt CCDF and CCDF-eligible Providers (except, at Lead Agency
option, those serving only relatives) — Lead Agencies must conduct annual
inspections for compliance with health, safety, and fire standards. The law does
not require that these monitoring visits be unannounced, but ACF recommends
that states consider unannounced visits for license-exempt providers since
experience shows they are effective in promoting compliance.

CCDF Final Rule-Effective April 30, 2024

Required of States:

Must be fully implemented within 2 years of final rule
e Co-pays capped at 7% of family income
 Pay providers prospectively
 Use enroliment based payment
 Some grants/contracts for:
 Infants and toddlers
 Children with disabilities
 Underserved areas
 Support Non-traditional hour care
* Eligibility policies minimize disruption to families



CCDF Final Rule-Effective April 30, 2024

New guidelines encouraged:

Presumptive eligibility
Use other benefit program documentation to
enroll families
Online enrollment procedures
Pay providers full established rate
Waive co-pays 100-150 FPL
Waive co-pays for:

Child with disability

Families who are homeless

If child in foster care

Enrolled in Head Start
