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Tennessee’s standards are a shining example for the rest of the nation thanks to the State Board of
Education’s academic standards review process. Under the direction of former Governor Bill Haslam and
the Tennessee General Assembly, the State Board implemented one of the most rigorous standards
review processes inthe country to ensure high quality academic standards. This effort continues annually
thanks to ongoing financial support from the Tennessee General Assembly. To date, Tennessee’s
academic standards review process has received over 517, 000 reviews and comments from
Tennesseans, including parents, teachers, education leaders, and other citizens.

April: Revisions to the ELA and math standards were approved on final reading by the

State Board.

October: Revisions to the science standards were approved on final reading by the State Board. In
total, approximately 30,000 reviews of the science standards were during the initial survey window.

July: Revisions to the social studies standards were approved on final reading by the State
Board. Intotal, approximately 118,000 reviews of the social studies standards were received
betweenhbothpublic surveywindows.

History academic standards as some ofthe bestinthe country. Intheir assessment, the Fordham
Institute considered our state’s social studies standards for content and rigor as well as clarity
and organization.
